ORDER OF AHEPA

HOOSIER DISTRICT #12 BY-LAWS

(Amended in 2008)
Article I:  Purpose
(1)
Purpose:   The purpose of these By-Laws is to regulate the functions and activities of


Hoosier District #12 in areas not specifically covered by the AHEPA Constitution.

(2)
AHEPA Constitution:   The AHEPA Constitution (1999 edition) as well as any future 
amendments thereto, are hereby incorporated by reference. Whenever a conflict arises 
between these By-Laws and the AHEPA Constitution, the latter shall govern.

(3)
The District Lodge:   (See AHEPA Constitution, Art XXXII). The District Lodge shall 
consist of the following officers:



a.
The District Governor



b.
The District Lt. Governor



c.
The District Treasurer



d.
The District Secretary



e.
The District Marshall



f.
The District Warden



g.
The District Athletic Director


In addition, the retiring District Governor shall automatically assume the duties of 
Advisor to the District Lodge.

(4)
Duties and Powers of the District Officers:   In addition to those enumerated in the 
AHEPA Constitution, the District officers shall have the following duties and powers:.



a.
District Marshall:    Shall distribute and collect applications for the 



“Prometheus” and “AHEPAN of the Year” awards.

Article II:   District Conventions

Section A: Preliminary Matters:   (see AHEPA Constitution, Art. XXXI)

(1)
Prior to establishing the Convention dates, the host Chapter shall contact all Chapters, 
including Daughters, Sons, and Maids, and every Greek Orthodox Church in the 
District to determine if any major conflicts exist which could interfere with the District 
Convention.

(2) The District Convention shall be held before July 1st of each year.

(3)
The host Chapter shall inform the District Lodge, by February 1st, of its convention 
plans and receive approval thereon.

(4)
The AHEPA District Governor shall notify the Daughters District Governor as to the 
time and place of meetings, convention plans, and invite her to attend and participate.

(5)
Each District Convention shall select a Chapter, two years in advance, to host the 
District Convention, unless the District Lodge decides to sponsor that Convention.

(6)
All financial matters i.e., ticket prices, room rates, etc., shall be announced by the host 
Chapter at least thirty (30) days prior to the opening of the convention.

Section B:   Financial Matters

(1)
There shall be reduced rates for all Convention functions for all Sons and Maids, 
eighteen (18) years of age and under.

(2)
The host Chapter shall present complimentary tickets to all four (4) District governors 
for all Convention events.

(3)
No person or organization, except the host Chapter, may conduct or be involved in 
fund-raising projects during the Convention, without prior written approval from the 
District Lodge.

(4)
Each Chapter shall pay a $200 Convention fee to the District Treasurer at the time the 
Chapter President delivers his report at the 1st business session of the Convention. 
However, such fee is due and payable only if the District Convention is conducted by 
the District Lodge [if the Convention is conducted by a Chapter, see Article V (1) ].

Section C:   Business Matter

(1)
Rules of Procedure:   See AHEPA Constitution, Article XXXI (7) and XXII (13) & 
(14).

(2) 
The District Governor shall prepare an agenda for the business session of the  
upcoming District Convention.

(3)
Quorum:   A minimum of fifteen (15) delegates, including District Officers or Past 
District Governors, shall comprise a quorum.

(4) All District Officers and Chapter Presidents rendering reports at the Convention must submit to the District Secretary, a minimum of thirty (30) written copies of their    reports. Such reports to be presented at the 1st business session of the Convention and attached to the Minutes of the Convention.

(5)
All Past District Governors, in good standing with their respective Chapters, are 
‘delegates at large’ with a full vote and voice at the Convention.

(6)
The Convention Chairman shall conduct a roll call of all departed Brothers, by   

Chapter, from previous Convention to the present. Silent tribute shall be paid to those departed Brethren.

(7) 
Copies of the Convention Minutes shall be mailed by the Convention Secretary to the 
AHEPA National Headquarters, past District Governors, members of the District 
Lodge, all Chapters, and to the Governors of the Daughters, Sons, and Maids.

(8)
At the conclusion of the District Conventions, the outgoing and incoming District 
Lodges shall meet for the purpose of exchanging information, jewels, records, bank 
accounts, and other pertinent information.

Section D:   Formal Matters

(1)
 The head table, at the Banquets, if any, shall include all four (4) current Governors of 
AHEPA, Daughters, Sons, and Maids, as well as the presiding officer of the 
Convention.

(2)
All Chapter Presidents shall be introduced at the Banquet.

(3)        The Convention album, if any, shall list the names of all Past District Governors as  

            well as the District Lodges of all four (4) organizations.

Article III:   Board of Directors

A Board of Directors is hereby established. It shall consist of all Past District Governors (in good standing with their respective Chapters) and the incumbent District Governor. The Board shall meet as soon as practicable and elect a Chairman.

Duties and Responsibilities:


(a)
To assist the District Lodge in an advisory capacity.


(b)
To propose to the District Conventions, long-term planning for programs and 

projects for the District.

(c)        To appoint a Committee, which, in its absolute discretion, shall select the 

recipients of the ‘AHEPAN of the Year’ and ‘Prometheus’ and other such 

awards. Such Committee shall consist of one (1) Past District Governor from 
each Chapter. If a particular Chapter does not have a Past District Governor 
among its membership, then the current President of that Chapter shall serve

on such Committee. The Committee shall meet no later than the last business session on Saturday at the District Convention to select the two recipients of the above named awards. Such selections shall be based on the written nominations submitted by each Chapter to the District Marshall no later than forty-eight (48) before the first business session of the convention. No person may be the recipient of the Prometheus Award no more than once in a ten (10) year period.


(d)
To remind all concerned of their duties and responsibilities under these By-

Laws and the AHEPA Constitution.


(e)
To develop and maintain lists of the duties of all District and Chapter officers, 

and other individuals whose duties and responsibilities affect the District as a 

whole. Such lists shall eventually be attached and become part of these By-

Laws.


(f)
To conduct an annual audit of the District’s financial records and mail it to all 

Chapters and to the District Lodge no later than December 31st, following the 

District Convention.

Article IV:   Chapters

(1)        Each Chapter shall make the following annual contributions to the District Lodge at   

            the time the Chapter’s Report is given at the District Convention.


(a)
District Lodge ......$3.00 per paid-up Chapter member as of December 31st of 

the prior year.


(b)
Convention fee.....$200.00 ( If the District Lodge conducts the District 


Convention ). If the Convention is conducted by a given Chapter, then, 



each chapter, including the host chapter, shall pay a $100.00 convention fee.

(c)        Each Chapter shall place on its mailing list, all the officers of the District   

Lodge, the District Governors of the Daughters, Sons, and Maids, as well as all the Chapter Presidents.

Article V:  General Provisions

(1)
These By-Laws supersede all previous Resolutions passed by all previous District 
Conventions.

(2)
These By-Laws may be amended only by a majority vote of the delegates to any 
District Convention.

(3)
These By-Laws, and any future amendments thereto, shall become effective upon 
passage by a majority vote of the delegates to any District Convention, and signed by 
the Convention Chairman.
